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Here are questions to jog your memory about events or stories!
(1)  Did you have a nickname, how did you get it?
(2)  What kind of games did you play in elementary school?
(3)  Who were some of your best friends, any special memories with them?
(4)  Did you participate in clubs or band, drama, student council, or sports? 
(5)  Did you have a job in high school?
(6)  What special high school traditions do you remember?
(7)  Who were special teachers you remember, and why?
(8)  What happened on the best day you remember at school?
(9)  What happened on the worst day you remember at school?
(10)  Did you marry your high school sweetheart?
(11)  What were the special hangouts for you and your friends?
(12)  Did you drive a car to school? Any parking lot memories?
(13)  Did you ever get in trouble and have to visit the offi ce? What was the punishment?
(14)  What awards did you receive, either from academics, service projects or sports?
(15)  What memories stand out from your graduation events?
(16)   What was your favorite subject?
(17)   Who were the most popular kids in your class?
(18)   What was the most valuable thing you learned at school?
(19)   What happened at a school event that only you or your friends know about (remember that the
         statute of limitations has probably past)?
(20)   What would classmates remember about you from school?

Here is a simple formula. Find an event or incident you recall from your days, or how attend-
ing PC Schools benefi tted you later in life. Just remember the 5 W’s and the H! (Who, What, 
When, Where, Why and How). Then fi ll in the gaps so the story fl ows freely (the copy editor 
can help with this step). Here are some examples...
